Events in October Commemorate National Fire Prevention Week and More

National Fire Prevention Week will be commemorated this year from October 5-11. The theme for 2008 is "Prevent Home Fires."   In connection with this: 

· The Alplaus Volunteer Fire Company will be hosting its Open House on Tuesday, October 7th, from 7:00PM-9:00PM.  
· Firefighters will also be in your neighborhood on Friday the 10th and Saturday the 11th to distribute materials for the Annual Fund Drive, proceeds of which go to help support the Fire Company.  
· Later in the month, the Alplaus Run Around will be held on October 25th, with the first race beginning at 10:00AM.  
· The Fire Company Halloween Party and Parade for the kids is also on Saturday the 25th, at 1 PM.  
  We hope to see many of you at these events.  The following tips are from the USFA in support of Fire Prevention Week.
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Each year, fire departments respond to over 400,000 residential fires. Annually more than 3,500 people die from fire in their own homes. In many cases, some simple steps may have prevented the fire from starting. The most common causes of home fires result from cooking, heating, electrical malfunction, smoking materials, and candles. Each of these activities carries with it a risk of fire, but that risk can be greatly lessened if you follow some common sense safety tips. 

· Stay in the kitchen when you are cooking. Many fires start from "unattended" cooking. 

· Maintain heating equipment and chimneys by having them inspected and cleaned annually by a qualified professional. 

· If you smoke, put it out, all the way, every time. 

· Keep things that can burn away from light bulbs, light fixtures, and lamps. For any suspected electrical problems, call a qualified electrician. 

· Use flashlights during emergencies, not candles. If using candles, blow them out when leaving the room, and keep them away from things that can burn.

Alplaus Resident Association News

I met with County Legislator Susan Savage (thanks to Barb Casey for setting it up) about the impact of the Yates Farm and Maritime Drive projects. I am including some of the highlights from that meeting. Mrs. Savage said that she would look into the issues in more detail and provide us with a reply as soon as she can.  I walked away from the meeting with a good feeling. Thanks again to Mrs. Savage for meeting with us.
   I can tell you that Kevin Corcoran says that the Yates project was contingent on some final engineering issues (drainage, sewers) that are still being worked out back and forth between Concord Development (Chris Myers' firm) and the town engineering department.  There is currently no timeframe for the project beginning or being completed. 

· There are two plans for that intersection: 1. a traffic light and 2. a roundabout. Both intersections would have a turning lane on to, and off of Alplaus avenue. We pushed for a roundabout, due to proposed one at Glenridge Road and Maple Avenue. We think that will accommodate the continual flow of traffic coming from Glenridge.

· We also asked the county to commission a traffic study to estimate the impact of the new development (we think the study Myers' commissioned underestimated the amount of traffic that would come in and out) and make recommendations for how to ease the current situation, especially when it will be compounded with additional traffic from Yates Farm. 

· Maritime property has 13 acres (out of 80+) that they could develop right now. The rest of the industrial park is still up for review (DEC, Town and such). The property has been shown but there are no takers as of yet.    

· We (Alplaus) will have to be diligent and persistent with the town and county, if we are to have a say on what is built on that property.

Alplaus Run-Around.  It’s October and the leaves begin their change; that means it’s time for the Alplaus Run-a-round.  Race Director Andy Gilpin is looking for volunteers and runners for the Alplaus Runaround, to be held on Saturday, October 25th (10 am for the one-mile race and 10:30 am for the 5K).  Look for entry forms at the post office or at the event.  Feel free to make copies, and give them to family and friends, or bring them into the office or school. Help us get the word out about what a fun time the race is.

Have you noticed all the birds lined up on the power lines lately? It’s the fall phenomenon when flocks of birds gather together. Whether it’s pigeons, starlings, swallows or others it’s quite impressive to see hundreds of birds sitting still all together on the lines when we are so used to seeing them active in the skies.
