With all the rain we’ve had, one would think
the only birds around would be Ducks! But
that isn’t true at all. We are seeing some
different birds that haven’t been spotted
since last fall when they passed through on
migration, or made their way here for the
winter.

The tiny Brown Creepers are back. Watch
carefully to spot one working its way up a
tree trunk from the ground, looking for bugs
hiding under the bark. When the bird gets
level with the lower branches, he will fly to
the foot of a neighboring tree and start
another climb. Brown Creepers are hard to
find because their coloration is great
camouflage and they are very small.

Other birds you’ll see on tree trunks
include Hairy and Downy Woodpeckers and
White Breasted Nuthatches. The
woodpeckers usually like it a little higher in
the trees, and seem to constantly make their

funny call. The Nuthatches climb down the
trunks, head first, to the ground then fly up
into the next tree.

It wasn’t hard to notice a huge flock of
Grackles that spent a couple days in Alplaus.
Maddie Hopkins was one of many that
spotted them all over lawns and in the trees.
If disturbed, they flew off all together to
land a few lawns away. There were several
hundred in this group, and they made quite
an impressive sight. Late one afternoon |
heard them in the trees between Bath Street
and Bruce Drive. Hundreds and hundreds of
Grackles filled the trees, and every one
seemed to be calling out. What a Racket!
